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This book aims to shed light on the various aspects of the
lives of African migrant workers in Europe, a multifaceted
narrative marked by challenges, resilience, and aspiration.

Departing from their homelands in search of better
economic prospects and opportunities, these individuals
embark on journeys fraught with uncertainties and
hardships. Upon arrival, they often encounter a complex
web of legal, social, and economic barriers that shape their
experiences in their host countries. Despite these
adversities, African migrant communities demonstrate

remarkable resilience and resourcefulness.
